Pursuant to Section 3.06(c) of the Second Amended and Restated Tennessee Terms of Certification (“TOC”)
and Condition #4 of the Virginia Order and Letter Authorizing a Cooperative Agreement (“CA”), Ballad is
requesting a modification to Exhibit B. In March of 2020, Tennessee and Virginia temporarily suspended
certain provisions of the TOC and CA due to the COVID-19 state of emergency. The Monetary Obligations
were among those temporarily suspended provisions.
