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What is a VPD Outbreak?

A Vaccine-Preventable Disease, or VPD, outbreak (e.g., measles) may occur
when community members are inadequately vaccinated against a disease.
The TN Kindergarten Immunization Compliance Assessment is a great way
to understand your county’s risk of an outbreak!

Greene County Kindergarten Immunization Compliance Assessment (2022-23)

Overall, 93.9% of 2022-2023 Greene County kindergarten students were fully immunized
at enrollment. To remain at low risk for a VPD outbreak, this rate should remain above 95%.

COVID-19 Impact on Kindergarten Vaccines

Statewide, only 93.3% of all reported kindergarten students were fully-immunized representing an
all-time low and indicating an increased risk of vaccine preventable disease outbreaks.

In 2022-2023, only 27% of the counties in
Tennessee have 95% of their reported
kindergarteners fully-immunized for

vaccine-preventable diseases.

Religious exemptions increased 0.7% to an all
time high of 3.0% of all reported kindergarten
enrollment.
