Activities may include improving teachers’ knowledge in the core academic subjects and effective instructional teaching strategies; technology integration training; teaching students with different learning styles; using assessments to improve instruction and student outcomes; involving parents more effectively; and educational leadership development. 


☐	Title II, Part B – Math and Science Partnerships (MSP)*

Title II, Part B provides funds to improve the academic achievement of students in the areas of mathematics and science by encouraging state educational agencies, institutions of higher education, local educational agencies, elementary schools and secondary schools to participate in programs which improve and upgrade the status and stature of mathematics and science teaching. Non-public / private school teachers and other educational personnel are eligible for equitable participation in grant activities. 

Activities may include professional development activities to improve teachers’ content knowledge in math and science and improve and expand training for math and science teachers to effectively integrate technology into the classroom. 

*This is a grant available to LEAs which meet the “high need” designation and is awarded on a competitive basis. Non-public schools may only receive equitable services from the Math and Science Partnerships grant if the LEA is a recipient of this grant.
