  Do you avoid using flammable liquids (like 
gasoline) for cleaning clothes and starting wood 
fires? (Hint: Avoid doing this.) 

  Do you avoid storing rags, papers and other 
combustibles in the home? 

Fire-safe habits 

  Do you have smoke alarms? 

  Do you check your smoke alarms each month? 

  Have you changed your smoke alarms’ batteries 
at least once this year – if they are powered by 
regular batteries? 

  Do you have an escape plan – with two means of 
exit – for every room in your home? 

  Do you practice home fire drills at least once a 
year?
