Phase II: Implementation Funding

- Competitive funding to states, counties, local
governments or other eligible entities covered by a plan
to implement measures in the Priority Climate Action Plan
(PCAP)

« All measures included in the PCAP should be eligible for
funding (awaiting final language from the Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) which will oversee these grants)

- EPA expects to award grants between $2 million and $500
million
— EPA has indicated that applications will compete against other
applications with a similar budget

« EPA expects to announce details in September 2023, with
applications due April 2024

This plan is funded through the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency's (EPA) Climate Pollution Reduction Grant (CPRG) program, which was
established in the Inflation Reduction Act of 2022 (IRA). Through this program, funding is being provided to states, local governments, air pollution control agendies, tribes, and territories to
develop and implement plans for reducing greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions and other harmful air pollutants. Tennessee is one of 47 states that accepted allocated funding to participate in this
federally funded initiative, with TDEC as the state grant redipient. As part of this program, TDEC will work closely with the three municipalities in Tennessee who also received funding: Nashville,
Memphis, and Knoxville,
