Mr. Richardson presented the conditions of the proposed order, starting with the Respondent
present proof of all deficient hours from 2017-2018 and proof of completiong of all continuing
education hours that were required from 2017-2022. Documents submitted by the Respondent
were noted as not meeting the requirements for continuing education for the Respondent’s
profession.

Mr. Richardson also proposed the Respondent be assessed two (2) penalties of one hundred dollars
($100) each for a total of two-hundred dollars ($200) to be submitted within twelve (12) months
of judgment and assess the actual reasonable cost of the legal and investigation fees. If she fails to
meet these conditions within the twelve (12) months, her license shall be suspended until these are
received. Finally, Respondent asked to pay all associated legal and investigative costs, not to
exceed $2,000.00.

Mr. Richardson is to send the Proposed Order to the Judge for finalization.
