Agencies not
submitting data on a weekly basis are out of compliance with TIBRS! In addition, ALL data
should be submitted in the XML format! Agencies not submitting data on a weekly basis as of
October 31, 2022 will be out of compliance with TIBRS!

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TETRS THRAINIER ALK

When entering the incident date and time for an incident, some agencies are using the
Report Date data element instead of the date and time the incident actually occurred or the
earliest possible date and time the incident could have occurred. Also, TIBRS uses 24-hour
military time. If an incident occurs at 4:30pm the incident time for TIBRS entry is 1630.

TIBRS INCIDENT
DATE AND TIME
The incident date and time for submission
to TIBRS is the actual date and time.

If the actual date/time are not known,
select the earliest possible date and time
that the crime could have been committed.

“REPORT DATE” DATA ELEMENT:

If the incident date is unknown and there is no possible way to determine a reasonable
date range, use the month, day and year the incident was reported, followed by the
letter R. Because most incident dates are known or can be reasonably approximated,
the use of the Report Date data element should be extremely rare!
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With the General Election in August, some agencies will have a new sheriff sworn in
this September. If your agency has a newly elected sheriff, please remember to
submit a TIBRS CLEO/RAC/Alternate RAC Change form and a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU).

The TIBRS CLEO/RAC/Alternate RAC Change and MOU forms are available by contact-
ing your auditor.

Once completed and signed by the new sheriff, please return the forms to your
auditor electronically.
