The State Textbook Commission hereby issues an invitation to bid instructional materials for Visual Arts, Music, Theatre Arts, Dance, Spelling, Literature, Driver Education, Computer Science, Health Sciences Education, Business Technology, Marketing Education, Technology Engineering Education, Trade & Industrial Education;  Section VI of the OFFICIAL LIST OF TEXTBOOKS.  The Commission has adopted the following broadened definition of textbook

Textbook shall be defined as any medium or manual of instruction which
contains a systematic presentation of the principles of a subject and which constitutes a major instructional vehicle for that subject.

Bids will be accepted for instructional materials using the following selection classifications and method(s) of delivery:

Basal Text - This designation identifies an on-level program for use at a particular grade level. The basal should address the standards, learning expectations and performance indicators of the subject area curriculum.  The basal program is the one that local boards of education are encouraged to adopt and make available for most students. 

Co-Basal Text – This designation identifies a program which addresses one or more elements of the subject area curriculum, but fails to address other elements of the state curriculum.  Systems may adopt a co-basal for use as a supplement to address certain elements of the subject area curriculum. This category would include supplementary materials which are not a part of a basal text program.  Each element addressed in the co-basal program must meet the same research standards as the basal programs.  Co-basal texts cannot be purchased as a primary resource for instruction.

Alternative Level Text - This designation may be used to identify texts that address the needs of students not on grade level. Such books are designated as “Alternative Level-Low” or “Alternative Level-High.” These books may be purchased in lieu of the basal text for a limited number of students. Local systems do have the option of adopting a book or series as an alternative level text even though it has not been so designated in the official list. Alternative level programs should meet the same scientifically based research standards as the basal programs.

METHOD OF DELIVERY



Technology Dependent – This designation identifies a program which requires technological hardware, software, and/or infrastructure for its implementation.  Local school systems adopting these programs are responsible for determining the necessary platforms and infrastructure to support these programs and for providing the technology necessary to deliver instruction.

Traditional – Programs that may use a variety of delivery methods and that are not exclusively dependent on technology.

The State Board of Education has adopted a rule requiring publishers of adopted bound-print textbooks to provide, upon request, electronic files from which Braille versions of the textbook may be produced. See rule 0520-1-2-.15 at the following Web site:

		

This requirement will be stipulated in the official bid form and contract.

In preparing for the bid, please adhere to the following requirements:

1. Read the INVITATION TO BID carefully and adhere strictly to the enclosed OPERATING POLICIES OF TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION STATE TEXTBOOK COMMISSION, The RULES of the STATE TEXTBOOK COMMISSION and Tennessee TEXTBOOK STATUTE referenced elsewhere in this package.

1. Sealed bids, addressed to the Secretary of the State Textbook Commission, Fifth Floor Andrew Johnson Tower, 710 James Robertson Parkway, Nashville, TN  37243-0379, and marked PROPOSAL FOR FURNISHING TEXTBOOKS TO THE STATE OF TENNESSEE, will be received until 10:00 a.m., March 1, 2011.

1. Each bid shall be accompanied by a certified check of not less than One Thousand ($1000.00) Dollars for each title bid or more than Ten Thousand ($10,000.00) Dollars for any one bidder regardless of the number of titles submitted. (Each component with a separate price counts toward this total.) Such checks shall be made payable to the State Treasurer and shall be returned to unsuccessful bidders, and to successful bidders upon proper execution of the contract and performance bond. [TCA 49-6-2203(c)]

1. The performance bond schedule may be found in the Rules of the Tennessee Department of Education, State Textbook Commission, and Chapter 0520-5-1 (enclosed).  Tennessee statutes require that the bid bond be forfeited for companies which do not execute contract and performance bond for approved programs.  

1. Bids shall include proposals to furnish certain textbooks to the State of Tennessee for a period of seventy-three months beginning on June 1, 2012, and terminating on June 30, 2018.



1. Tennessee’s Section VI adoption will include bids received for Visual Arts, Music, Theatre Arts, Dance, Spelling, Literature, Driver Education, Computer Science, Health Sciences Education, Business Technology, Marketing Education, Technology Engineering Education, Trade & Industrial Education,  [See TB-FORM I (List of Categories to be Bid) in the attachments for specific courses and further details. We will also be reviewing books for Co-Basal, Alternative High and Alternative Low classifications in each of the categories listed on TB-FORM I.

2. List the books bid on TB-FORM CB (Official Bid List) using TB-FORM CC (Official Bid List Certificate) as the cover sheet for the Bid.

3. A completed electronic copy of the Official Bid List must be submitted by e-mail to Morgan.Branch@tn.gov by the deadline date, 10:00 a.m., March 1, 2011.  Please label the file using the format of “Company Name –BID 2011”

4. A print copy of the Official Bid List (TB-FORM CB), including the Official Bid List Certificate (TB-FORM CC) must be included with the Official Bid package.

5. The Official Bid List (TB-Form CB) shall state the national list (retail) price and the lowest wholesale price, which shall be considered the school price for instructional materials sold TN, delivered F.O.B. Nashville. 

6. Each student edition title should be followed immediately by the accompanying ancillary materials either bid for sale or provided free.

For series titles bid -

7. For a series, one line is allotted to describe the series.  

(1) List the series name, author(s), edition, and copyright in the appropriate cell on this line.  TEXT ID = Main

(2) The bid shall contain a maximum of six (6) lines of product for sale per grade level covered by the series.   Student book listed first.  TEXT ID = Text For the same text in different formats (e-book, Big Book, Spanish, etc.), please list them under the main book.

(3) The “book title” cell for each of these lines shall contain a maximum of 65 characters, including spaces and punctuation marks. These items may also be designated as free items.  

8. FREE MATEIALS:  List ALL free materials that will be offered with this Title/Series.  Describe these free materials as they will be packaged and delivered to school systems; include the ISBNs to match this packaging scheme.  Please refer to the “Free Materials Policy” section of this document for more information. .  Items in the may be listed separately with separate ISBN’s but packaged as a bundle with one ISBN for the entire bundle.  Prices may be associated with these items for replacement only. Use the “Replacement Column” to list this price.  It will not be counted as part of your bond calculation.

For individual titles bid

9. For independent titles bid, one line is allotted to describe the student text.  The same instructions as given above for a series apply for this line.  TEXT ID = Main  For the same text in different formats (e-book, Big Book, Spanish, etc.), please list them under the main book.

10. For independent titles, the bid may contain a maximum of five (5) lines of additional products for sale per student text.  

(1) The “book title” cell for each of these lines shall contain a maximum of 65 characters, including spaces and punctuation marks.  

(2) These items may also be designated as free items.

11. Programs bid as independent titles, rather than a series, will be limited to five (5) additional lines to describe specific free materials all restricted to the same parameters as described above.   

For all titles bid -

12. Materials and supplies to be provided free of charge must be provided to all local school systems at the same ratio, as new purchases are made, for the entire period of the contract.  Refer to the enclosed copy of the (FMP06) Free Materials Policy, for definitions and further details.

1. Books will be reviewed against the Tennessee curriculum standards and the respective national standards.  Instructions for required correlations are attached, file 20) Correlation Instructions.

1. Specimen copies or official samples of each component offered in their bid for this adoption shall be filed by June 30, 2011, with the Secretary of the State Textbook Commission.  Specific instructions for delivery will be provided to bidders after receipt of the official bid.

1. For each bound print component, that has a charge attach an original copy of  MSST-FORM B, found on pages 5 and 6 of the 2006 MSST, to the inside front cover of the official sample when delivered by June 30, 2011.  

1. List specific deviations from the MSST on MSST-FORM B for any title which you do not warrant under clause one.  

1. A MSST-FORM B must also be completed for each workbook bid for sale, but it is not necessary to list specific deviations (Class F of MSST).

1. For electronic components, which have a charge, in a medium for which an industry standard has been recognized in the 2006 MSST, attach an original copy of MSST-FORM M to the official sample, when delivered by June 30, 2011. 

For multiple titles in exactly the same electronic format, complete an original MSST-FORM M and attach a list of the ISBNs and titles produced in that format. 

1. Have the company official who executes the original to initial each page of the attachment and stamp "official sample" in a conspicuous place on each respective official sample or its packaging.  

1. Use MSST-FORM M to list specific deviations from the identified standard for any title(s) which you do not warrant under clause one. 

1. Non-consumable books not meeting the specifications of the MSST and electronic components not meeting one of the recognized industry standards as specified above must be warranted to withstand normal classroom use for the full seventy-three month adoption period. If such components are being bid for sale, one TB-FORM K08 must be executed with an original signature, notarized, and included with the bid.

1. Attach a list of the ISBNs and titles to which the warranty applies.

1. Have the company official who executes the original to initial each page of the attachment, and 

1. Stamp "official sample" in a conspicuous place on each respective official sample or 	its packaging. 

1. One (1) copy of TB-FORM B, TB-FORM M, and/or TB-FORM K, as applicable, for each title bid for contract must be attached to the third copy of TB-FORM CC (Form K is necessary only if items not meeting the MSST are bid for sale. 

1. Consumable items should be so designated on the bid.

1. By June 30, 2011, samples of each item bid for sale must be delivered to members of the State Textbook Commission, the Textbook Review Committee, the District Textbook Collections, and the Subject Area Consultant.   (The number of samples required will total approximately 25 copies.  These samples will not be returned.)  Specific instructions for delivery will be provided to bidders after receipt of the official bid. 

1. Copies of the required forms and information necessary for bidding books are attached.  You may replicate these forms as needed in completing bids.  If you need additional copies or other assistance, please contact the Office of Textbook Services.

1. Bids will be acknowledged publicly before the State Textbook Commission at its meeting in March, 2011.

1. Presentations before the State Textbook Commission and the Textbook Review Committee will be held in Nashville, Tennessee between the dates of June 13-17, 2011.  

1. Each bidder will be allotted time in proportion to the number of books offered with no bidder given more than 40 minutes. Bidders (Publishers) will be scheduled in alphabetical order.  

1. It is strongly recommended that each publisher bidding textbooks be represented at these hearings.  

1. Members of the State Textbook Commission will accept social calls only from publisher's representatives before June 13, 2011.

1. In August, publishers will be asked to provide written response to the reviews submitted by each committee. On September 12-13, 2011, publishers will have the opportunity to respond orally to the review committee’s textbook screening report.

Contracts -

1. Contracts for the books listed by the State Textbook Commission shall be executed in duplicate on forms prepared by the Secretary of the State Textbook Commission and approved by the State Attorney General.  Each contract shall state that the prices contained therein do not exceed prices offered currently elsewhere.  

1. The contractors shall file with the contract a good and sufficient bond for the full seventy-three month period of the contract with a surety company authorized to do business in the State of Tennessee.  A specimen bond document is also attached.

1. The sum will be determined by the scale found in the Rules of the Tennessee Department of Education, State Textbook Commission, Chapter 0520-5-1-.07, Supplement to Contract-Policies of the Tennessee State Textbook Commission, provided as part of the bid packet.

1. The bond will be conditioned upon the faithful performance of all conditions of such contract and upon the compliance with the rules of the Commission, which will be attached as a supplement to the contract.  

1. Contract forms will be sent to the successful bidders.

LISTING IN MORE THAN ONE AREA.  If a publishing company bids a textbook in a given area and if the Commission lists it in that area, the publishing company shall not subsequently offer it for listing in another area during the period the book is under contract.

PUBLISHER'S REPRESENTATIVE.  A publisher's representative shall be defined as "a person who is permanently assigned to a regular territory including, but not limited to, a portion of the State of Tennessee and is properly registered with the State Textbook Office."

Each publishing company representative and/or consultant shall be registered by his company with the Secretary of the State Textbook Commission on or before the day designated for the reception of bids.  New representatives employed after reception of bids shall be registered prior to operating in the state.

WHEREAS, bids have been duly filed by the publishers within the time fixed therefore, accompanied by specimen copies of the texts offered, and security for the execution of the contract should an award be made and,



WHEREAS, after due consideration of the subject matter, mechanical composition and price, the Commission has concluded to adopt the texts described on the TB-Form C Official Bid List;



NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the above, the Commission adopts and the Publisher agrees to sell to the local school systems of the State of Tennessee the texts herein below described at the prices herein fixed for the duration of this contract and subject to the conditions herein prescribed.
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     The Publisher agrees as follows:



1.  To become authorized and approved to do business in the State of Tennessee, for the term of this contract. 


2.  To maintain at all times during the term of this contract a depository in Nashville, Tennessee, for distribution of adopted textbooks.



3.  To supply the texts described on the TB-Form C Official Bid, as listed in Exhibit A, at the prices therein fixed for a period of seventy-three months, from June l, 2011, to June 30, 2017.  Exhibit A is included and incorporated by reference into this contract.



4.  During the existence of this contract, to furnish texts which meet the specifications of the Official Minimum Manufacturing Standards and Specifications for Textbooks, which have been adopted by the Commission. Any failure in this respect will constitute a breach of this contract as to any non-complying textbooks, provided that the Publisher shall fail to remedy such deficiency within sixty days after due notice pointing out such alleged deficiency.



Any text, failing to conform to the mechanical standards herein provided, that is one of a series of texts each interdependent on the others of such series shall, in the discretion of the Commission, constitute a breach of the contract as to the entire series after due notice of such non-conformity and failure to remedy such non-conformity as provided above.



The Commission may adopt texts whose mechanical composition fails to meet the standards herein prescribed, but the contracts shall set forth in what respect such texts may fail to comply with such standards hereinbefore prescribed.  No contracts for texts of a lower mechanical composition than the standards herein prescribed shall be subject to abrogation under this provision so long as the mechanical composition of such texts be kept to that provided by the contract.



5.  To sell any of the texts covered by this contract at the price herein named.



6. To file with the Commission copies of all contracts between the Publisher and the Commission.



7.  To fix the retail price of each text covered herein at not more than 15% in excess of the f.o.b. (free on board) price fixed herein for such text; and to furnish a sufficient quantity of texts covered herein to supply the local demand therefore.
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8. If through inadvertence or otherwise the Commission, in examining any of the texts herein provided for when submitted for approval, overlooks any part or portion of such text or texts which have teachings contrary to the laws of this state, the publisher agrees to elide such questionable parts or portions from such texts after notice from the Commission of such objectionable parts or portions, and failure to elide after the notice shall constitute a breach of contract as to such objectionable texts.



9. In the event any of the texts herein embraced shall, during the life of this contract, be sold to, or in, any other state or political subdivision at a lower price than that fixed herein, the price herein shall be decreased automatically to conform with such lower price prevailing in such other state or political subdivision.



In case any sales of textbooks covered by this contract shall be made in this state after the date upon which an automatic diminution of the price of such texts shall be due to occur under the preceding portion of this paragraph, the Publisher expressly agrees to pay into the hands of the Treasurer of this state, for the use of state school funds, the difference between the sum so received for such text and the price at which it should have been sold under the automatic decrease provisions herein.



10. That neither the State of Tennessee nor the Commission shall be liable to the Publisher in any manner whatsoever by virtue of the execution of this contract, except as to those texts which the state is now or may hereinafter be authorized by law to purchase directly.



11. Pursuant to Tennessee Code Annotated Section 49-6-2203(j), The contractor shall file with the contract a good and sufficient bond with a surety company licensed to do business in the state of Tennessee in the sum to be determined by the commission, but not to exceed one million dollars ($1,000,000), and conditioned upon the faithful performance of all conditions of this contract and the provisions of Part 22 of Title 49, Chapter 6 of the Tennessee Code Annotated. 



12. The Publisher to whom this contract is awarded shall furnish to the Commission official specimen or sample copies of the texts, which copies shall be filed with the State Commissioner of Education and by him preserved and kept during the existence of this contract, so that if any controversy arises as to the composition or mechanical make-up of said books, said specimen or sample copies may be used in evidence.



13. To keep on hand at all times a sufficient supply of textbooks covered by this contract so that the same may be readily available and accessible to the schools in the various counties; and in the event such supply of textbooks is not so kept on hand, then the Commission reserves the right to require the Publisher by written notice to comply with the foregoing portion of this paragraph.



14. To furnish to the Secretary of the Commission copies of all invoices showing textbooks purchased by local units under this contract.
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15. To list all materials and supplies which will be provided by the Publisher to the local school system free of charge with the textbooks.  Such materials and supplies must be provided to all local school systems at the same ratio and for the entire time of the contract.



16.  Breach or failure to comply with all provisions of this contract shall result in forfeiture of the Publisher's bond and, at the discretion of the Commission, may result in termination of the contract and a bar against further contracts with the Publisher for up to three years or both.


17.  The Commission upon its part, in addition to all other powers, expressly reserves the right:



(a.) To require the execution of this contract in duplicate, one copy to be filed with the Commission, and the second to be delivered to the Publisher.



(b.) To permit the purchase and use of Revised Editions of textbooks now listed by the Commission, provided that these revised editions meet the specifications of the Official Minimum Manufacturing Standards, show no increase in wholesale price, and may be successfully used with the editions now listed by the Commission.



18.  All powers not expressly made the subject of contract between the parties in this instrument are hereby expressly reserved to the Commission in as full and complete a manner as though the same had been set out each in detail herein; and in all matters not expressly or by necessary implication provided for in this contract, the decision of the Commission shall prevail.


19.  Publisher shall not assign in whole or in part the rights, obligations or liabilities under this contract without obtaining the prior written approval of the Commissioner. Notwithstanding any approval by the Commissioner to an assignment, Publisher shall remain jointly and severally liable (along with each approved assignee who shall automatically become liable for all obligations of Publisher hereunder).  An approved assignee shall assume, in writing, all terms and conditions of this contract, including the obligation to execute a bond as on forms provided by the Commission. 

20.  This contract represents the entire understanding of the parties and shall not be modified or altered in any way except by written instrument executed by both parties.  Assignment of Publisher's obligations under this contract, in whole or in part, is a modification of this contract and shall not be accomplished without the prior written agreement of the Commissioner, as provided herein. 




21. By agreeing to deliver the materials marked “ NIMAS” (National Instructional Materials Accessibility Standard) on this contract or purchase order, said publisher agrees to prepare and submit, on or before June 15, 2011 a NIMAS file set to the National Instructional Materials Access Center (hereinafter NIMAC) that complies with the terms and procedures set forth by the NIMAC. TEXTBOOK CORRELATION INSTRUCTIONS



The correlation process consists of two components and may include tables or charts.

Component 1 calls for an alignment of the state curriculum standards with the submitted textbook.  Publishers focus on the GLEs and CLEs of the standards. Those are the Grade Level Expectations (Grades K-8) and Course Level Expectations (Grades 9-12).  Correlation to the SPIs and Checks For Understanding will be helpful.



Component 2 calls for a narrative of no more that 1000 words that describes the textbook design in a manner that will help orient reviewers to the material submitted.  Directions for the two components follow: 





Component 1:

For each Tennessee standard submit data to address the following points:

· References to essential components which have been bid for contract.  If a component is essential, it should be bid. (Essential component will be interpreted as those components necessary to make the program fully functional in the classroom.)

· References to components of the program to be provided free, as specified in your bid.

· References to other components of the program as the publisher deems appropriate.

· Provide a key clearly identifying which components of the program each entry represents.



Component 2:

In a narrative format of no more that 1000 words, explain how the program addresses the Tennessee standards for the respective area being bid.  Include the following topics:

· Orientation and clarification of your program for the reviewers who are examining your program at the state or local level 

· Description of the program’s design relative to pedagogy, methodology and materials, including any special features or alternative pedagogical approaches

· Description of relevant research

· Description of the assessment components

(Please note that while it is appropriate to explain proprietary components for the program’s design, at this point you are explaining the program, not selling it.)

The following policies and procedures have been approved by the Tennessee Textbook Commission (Commission), pursuant to Tennessee Code Annotated § 49-6-2203, for the uniform conditions under which materials may be bid and/or sampled to be provided with the adopted books at no additional cost. 



Definition:   INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES shall include, but not be limited to, books, periodicals, charts, black line masters, teaching aids, games, kits, student workbooks, student test forms, record keeping forms, prepared instructional and/or technology based media, including audio and video tapes, slides, transparencies, CD-ROM, optical discs, diskettes, or similar materials designed for use by teachers and students.



Uniform Gratis Kit Package 



The components of the Gratis Kit shall include: Teacher edition, Student edition, Instructional CD/DVD package, online textbook and resource access for teacher and student per textbook purchased, and any print resources not provided in the CD/DVD package. Materials contained in the gratis kit shall also represent the list of approved items that a publisher/manufacturer can provide as samples during the entire adoption process. The sample and gratis kits shall be identical. The gratis kit must have its own unique International Standard Book Number (ISBN). Each publisher/manufacturer shall include a list detailing the ISBN and title, with components for each item included in the gratis kit. 



All Gratis Kits shall be stocked and distributed through Tennessee Book Company according to the following ratios and accompany student text distribution by district:

Exceptions to the uniform gratis kit package will be formulated by the Commission, Publisher, and subject area Consultants at least two (2) years prior to the opening of the adoption process for the particular subject area. In addition, exceptions will be allowed for accommodations of the Leveled Reader package that the publisher/manufacturer will provide with Reading and Social Studies adoptions and for student manipulative kits relative to subject area.  Leveled Reader packages will be distributed in conjunction with the aforementioned gratis kit. 



The following are strictly prohibited in gratis kits for future adoptions: consumable workbooks, class sets of student texts, and/or other instructional components, not essentially related to the program; and technology hardware. The materials included in the gratis package represent the extent of the resources that can be offered as free materials to accompany a textbook purchase. 



Publishers/manufacturers will be allowed to bid workbook(s) for sale through the bidding process. Any bid workbook must follow the same availability guidelines that are placed on student texts. Stock levels must be maintained at all times with the distributor designated by the Commission.  



Publishers/manufacturers shall offer workbooks at a reduced price to districts that have purchased their materials. 



Failure to deliver, or deliver within sixty (60) days of purchase, any materials in the Gratis package may result in the placement of the publisher/manufacture on the Noncompliant List published on the Department’s website.  Districts should notify the Office of Textbook Services within thirty (30) days of failure to receive materials in a gratis package. 



Materials to Sample and Restrictions 



Publishers/manufacturers are only allowed to provide a sample of the individual items that are included in the gratis kit. Contents must be in final form. Distribution of sample Kits will be handled by the publisher/manufacturer. All Pilot Programs must be applied for and approved under same process as unapproved books, pursuant to Tenn. Code Ann. § 49-6-2206. 



Publishers/manufacturers are only required to provide samples those school systems that request materials. The publishers/manufacturers may send up to six (6) Sample Kits per title per district. The deadline for submitting samples will be determined by the Commission. 



All materials and supplies which will be provided by the publishers bidding books for the OFFICIAL LIST OF TEXTBOOKS to the local school systems free of charge with the textbooks must be provided to all local school systems at the same ratio and for the entire period of the contract.  Such provision must be no less than what the particular publisher is providing elsewhere in the nation on the effective date of the contract. 



Each publisher must list on the bid form the free materials and supplies to accompany the programs in that bid, as specified in the Invitation to Bid.
