This memorandum is to clarify the changes made in correlation of course codes as related to Agricultural Education programs in Tennessee.  Agricultural Education has historically had two A10 and A12 course code numbers.  Having two numbers per course has caused confusion at all levels as we develop our data warehouse.  The A10 course codes were removed starting with the 2010-2011 school year.  This will streamline the course code, program of study selection process and clean up our data reporting.
This change should not be confused with the Quality Twelve-Month Agricultural Education Program legislation, Code Ann. § 49-5-416 (b).  Pursuant to Attorney General opinion, Tenn. Op. Gen. No. 05-137, “Under Tenn. Code Ann. § 49-5-416(b), the only way a school system may maintain a twelve-month agricultural program is if the program is a “quality agricultural education program” under criteria adopted by the Department of Education.”
