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1.  SkillsUSA Student Project Showcase

Purpose

The purpose of the Student Project Showcase is to allow students who will be completing their focused program of study during a given membership year to present an example of their work.  The work presented is a culminating project representing the student’s focus area of study.
This also allows more students to be a part of the SkillsUSA State competitions and conference. We are very excited to offer this opportunity to our students and hope that many will take advantage of showcasing their capstone projects.  

1. Each member chapter may enter into the preliminary judging a maximum of one project for each cluster area taught at that school.  The Clusters are defined as:

a) Architecture and Construction

b) Arts, A/V Technology, & Communication

c) Government & Public Administration

d) Hospitality and Tourism

e) Human Services

f) Information Technology

g) Law, Public Safety, Corrections and Security

h) Manufacturing

i) Transportation

2. Electronic Preliminary Presentation:  By a date established annually by the state office contestants will provide a DVD or other electronic media presenting the concept of the project.  To go on to state competition, a contestant’s score for the preliminary presentation must be at least 240 of the possible 300 points (80%).  The score earned for the preliminary presentation will carry into the Championships judging.
2. Membership dues need to be to National by February 3, 2012.  Student State membership dues are $4.00 plus National dues of $8.00, for a total of $12.00 per student.  Professional dues are $6.00 plus $10.00 National, for a total of $16.00.  Schools will be expected to do on-line membership registration this year.
