State Distinguished Service Award

Family, Career and Community Leaders of America

Any individual whose primary responsibilities are directly related to the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America program who has given outstanding contributions and continuing service to the state organization may be awarded a state distinguished service award.

The following criteria and policies have been established for selecting state distinguished service awardees in the Tennessee Association Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.  Please consider these carefully when submitting nominations for distinguished service awards.

Eligibility

Examples of those eligible for the distinguished service award are chapter advisors of FCCLA, vocational consultants, supervisors of Family and Consumer Sciences, and Family and Consumer sciences teacher educators.

Qualifications

The contributions of the candidate to the FCCLA program should be outstanding or unique and in excess of regular duties in one or more of the following ways:

1. Helped to promote the goals of Family, Career and Community Leaders of America on the state level through:

a. Providing outstanding services which contribute to the achievement of FCCLA goals.

b. Promoting and supporting the state organization through state leadership positions.

c. Helping to develop new directions for the FCCLA program in relation to needs of individuals and families in a changing society.

d. Conducting an effective public relations program which has helped interpret FCCLA on the state level.

e. Giving outstanding assistance which has helped develop or carry out FCCLA projects on the state level.

2. Rendered service to Family and Consumer Sciences and the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America which has state-wide implications such as:

a. Authorized publications of value to youth in working toward Family and Consumer Sciences and FCCLA organization’s goals.

CRITERIA Cont’d.

b. Developed materials for interpreting the program of the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.

c. Developed materials and plans for helping teachers and prospective teachers to make FCCLA an integral part of Family and Consumer Sciences on the state level.

d. Conducted significant research related to the FCCLA organization.

POLICIES

1. Nominations of individual(s)for distinguished service award may be submitted by:

a. Any state and national affiliated chapter of FCCLA

b. The State Executive Council

c. The State Advisory Board

d. The State Family and Consumer Sciences Education Advisory Committee

e. The State and Consumer Sciences Education Staff

2. Nomination forms must be completed and submitted to the state office by December 15 of each year for review by the State Executive Council.

3. The State Executive Council shall review the credentials of those nominated, applying the criteria, and those persons receiving a majority vote shall be awarded the State Distinguished Service Award, not to exceed three each year.

4. Awards shall be presented at the State Leadership Meeting the following spring.
