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According to a report that was submitted by the American Federation of Teachers, Healthcare Division “The nurse shortage is only part of the story. Less publicized, but equally important, is the shortage of other healthcare professionals. Hospitals nationwide report vacancy rates of 21 percent for pharmacists, 18 percent for radiology technicians, 12 percent for laboratory technologists, and 9 percent for housekeeping and maintenance staff. Every healthcare worker is an integral part of the healthcare system, and a shortage in any area creates problems for every other classification of worker”.

Quality program indicators











The division of Career and Technical Education will focus this year on Quality Program Indicators.  If you have completed CTE Monitoring or will have the team visit your school this year you will need to know this information.  Every Health Science Teacher in the state should yearly strive to meet these program standards.  In order to receive Carl Perkins Funds (Federal Funding) the following indicators must be met:





Indicator 1


Programs must be of such size that offers a sequence of three or more earned credits.





Indicator 2


Programs of such scope that are aligned with a state approved program of study within career clusters.





Indicator 3


Program has a certified and appropriately endorsed teacher (Note: A teacher who teaches a CTE course that substitutes for a core academic course must be highly qualified)





Indicator 4


Programs taught with the state approved curriculum standards





Indicator 5


Programs have a state approved articulation agreement for a program of study or an approved articulation agreement approved by the lead administrators of secondary and post-secondary institutions.





Indicator 6


Programs being supported by current labor market data to support high skill, high wage, high demand jobs





Indicator 7


Program teaches all aspects of an industry





Indicator 8


Program has an active advisory panel or representation on school wide panel





Indicator 9


Program has a career and technical student organization as an integral part of the instructional program.





Indicator 10


Programs promote CTE and academic curriculum integration with academic teachers.

Throughout the year we will offer tools and strategies for Health Science Teachers to integrate math, science and reading into the HSE curriculum. This month’s activity is designed to integrate reading and technology while utilizing a HOSA competitive event.





There is a HOSA Competitive Event that maximizes this integration, Public Service Announcement.  The topic for the 2009-10 school year is: “Let’s Get Ready, America!”   Ready is a national public service advertising campaign designed to educate and empower Americans to prepare for and respond to emergencies including natural disasters and potential terrorist attacks.





Summary


The goal of this lesson is to motivate students to design educational messages that will focus student and public attention on important healthcare issues.





Objectives


*The learner will learn how to write a factual script that is persuasive to others.


*The learner will write to acquire knowledge, clarify thinking, synthesize information, and enhance lifelong communication.


*The learner will demonstrate competence in the general skills and strategies for reading a variety of informational texts.


Procedure


To engage students the teacher will perform a sample of a public service announcement (PSA). Students are familiar with “this is your brain and this is your brain on drugs” egg PSA.  The teacher will bring an egg to the classroom. The teacher will ask the students to remember a PSA about an egg. Break the egg into a clear container and scramble it with a whisk or have one already scrambled and cooked. Prompt students to finish the commercial by telling them that was an egg but now it’s……Have students brainstorm the purpose of this commercial. The teacher and students will discuss characteristics of PSAs. They need to be factual, entertaining, enlightening, and have a focus in public health or safety.


Place students in groups of three-six (3-6). The teacher will tell the groups that their assignment is to do a PSA using the HOSA guidelines. 


Each group will decide on a topic and research it. Make sure students use a variety of reading materials such as journals, books, pamphlets, and internet. Each student in the group should be assigned a reading source. Based on their research the students will write a script for the PSA and have it approved by the teacher.


Announce the due date of the PSA and require students to bring their reading material to class. Allow students time to share their research with group members. 


Your grading rubric will be the PSA judge’s rating sheet.
