Anticipatory set: Show students a picture of a stately tree.  Students will answer the question:  What is Geneaology? How does geneaology relate to the tree?   Read a story that involves two generations. (Alex Haley's story "The Man on The Train").
Activities: 
1.  Ask each student to list what they believe makes a good presentation.

2.  Students will read their text on evaluating an effective presentation.

3.  Read or have the students read a story about family relationships and generations.

4.  Students will fold a sheet of 8 1/2 x 11 inch paper into thirds.  Each third will be used for the student to list his/her last name, middle name, and first name.  The student will place under each name all details he/she can remember about his/her name.  

5.  Students will review the writing process in order to develop a storyline about their family history.  In teams of two, the students will arrange prewriting process cards in the correct order:  brainstorm, freewrite, research, ideas, thoughts, observations, graphic organizers, T-charts, outlines, participate in discussion with an individual, drafting, and revising.
6.  Students will select a topic of focus about themselves and other family members.  The student teams will develop an interview sheet that might be used to organize information in order to record family genealogical facts and stories of interest.

7.  Each student will organize their presentation on the storyboard form, screen by screen.  The first screen must contain the Title Screen.  The source material (all that might be available) must be sorted in logical groups:  photographs, magazine, or newspaper clippings, official documents, recorded sounds.  Each slide must contain text that is large enough for the audience to see and be written using correct grammar.  Where sound bites are appropriate, sounds may be played by clicking on screens.  Each presentation must contain some form of animation or movement.  Links may be used.

8.  Students will access geneaology websites that provide information about families.

(www.family, http://www.rootsweb.com/).



Suggested Modification(s): 
1.  Students will draw a tree and list adjectives that describe that tree.  What might the tree stand for? 

2.  Students will list in flipbooks what makes an effective presentation to be used when they develop their storyboards.

3.  If the students do not have information about their particular name (first, middle, and surname).  They will obtain more information from relatives at home.

4.  Students will complete Pedigree Charts as a class so that all students understand how to complete the form correctly. 

5.  Students will access the website:  http://www.heritagequest.com/geneaology/help/ a tutorial entitled Genealogy 101 (Students will outline all steps to be placed in their geneaology notebook).
