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Career and Technical Education Sample Lesson Plan Format

Title:  Cellular Travel Agency
Career Course:  Keyboarding

Academic Course:  Math, Science
(integrated subjects if more than one)

Academic Skill:  Math 2.1.B; Science 1.1, 1.2, 1.4
(standard reference:  Math 2, Science 1)

Gateway Standard: Math 2, Science 1
Instructional Goal(s): The teacher will review the parts and functions of a cell. The teacher will review cost per unit to determine the best buy. The teacher will review the steps of the writing process and facilitate students' correct usage of each step.
Performance Indicator(s): The student will research and create a travel brochure that takes the reader through all parts of a plant or an animal cell. 
Anticipatory set: To create interest in this lesson, the teacher will display travel brochures from various sources and discuss parts and purpose of a travel brochure with the class. The teacher will instruct students in the requirements of the brochure and what it should include by explaining the rubric.
Activities: Students are paired to create the travel brochure.
Step 1:  Using the Internet and teacher samples, students will research different formats for travel brochures and decide which format they wish to use.

Step 2:  Write a rough draft of the brochure.

Step 3:  Using Microsoft Word or a comparable word processing program, the students will key the brochure, formatting correctly.

Step 4:  Print a copy of the brochure and proofread for accuracy, content, grammar, spelling, and punctuation using standard proofreading marks.

Step 5:  Using the rough draft, the students will revise and edit the brochure.

Step 6:  Print a final copy for assessment.

Suggested Modification(s): When students are paired, the teacher will pair students with weaker skills with students who have stronger skills.
Assessment:  To assess this project, the teacher will create a rubric to be shared with students before they begin.  Points are awarded for each assigned task.  An additional option will be to share the project with the Language Arts, Science, and Math teachers for grades in their respective areas.
Teacher preparation: Create rubric for grading.  Go to travel agencies and gather brochures that will give students ideas for format.  Review cell parts and functions, cost per unit skills, and the writing process if needed.  
Materials and Supplies needed: 

Travel brochures, computers with word processing program, Internet connection.
Lesson Evaluation:  Upon completion of lesson, the teacher can make desired revisions to plan based on need.
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
