Title:  The Good, The Bad, and The Knowledgeable
Career Course:  5000: Marketing and Management Principles I

Instructional Goal(s): The teacher will provide articles and websites to create an awareness of the issues involved with current nutritional choices. The teacher will provide samples and discussion of survey development. The teacher will develop exercises for students to review Microsoft Publisher and PowerPoint skills. The teacher will facilitate a school population survey. The teacher will review the concepts of constructing graphs and charts from given data. 
Performance Indicator(s): The student will read to understand the relationship of diet on the body. The student will construct a survey to determine the consumption of liquids during the school day. The student will construct bar and line graphs to represent the data collected. The student will prepare a presentation on the results of the survey.
Anticipatory set: The teacher will begin the lesson with a guest speaker (school nurse, doctor, registered nurse, or dentist). The speaker will discuss the effects of the students' diet on diabetes and other health problems.
Activities: Activity 1: Create and publish a student questionnaire. Activity 2: Distribute and collect the questionnaire. Activity 3: Compile and analyze data. Activity 4: Graphically display data. Activity 5: Present results of findings on PowerPoint presentation.


Suggested Modification(s): Students not having the ability to do a PowerPoint presentation will draw the charts on poster board to be displayed in the school hallways.
Assessment:  Students will be assessed according to a rubric that will be explained prior to the  lesson.
Teacher preparation: The teacher will locate magazine articles and websites, arrange for speakers, set up computer lab, obtain sample surveys for student observation, and create grading rubric.


Materials and Supplies needed: 

computer software, computer printer, copier, paper


Lesson Evaluation:  The teacher will reflect on the presentations and student feedback to see if students made a substantial correlation between their diet and their health.
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
