
Blue Ribbon Schools Recognized at Tennessee 
Education Board Meeting 

 

 

During the Tennessee Education Board meeting the six Blue Ribbon Schools for 2007-2008 were 
recognized.  The State Board Meeting was Friday, April 17, 2009 at 8:30 AM in the Andrew 
Johnson Tower conference room.  The No Child Left Behind ñBlue Ribbon Schools Program 
honors public and private K-12 schools that are either academically superior in their states or that 
demonstrate dramatic gains in student achievement.   
 
Blue Ribbon Schools must be first nominated by the chief state school officer as eligible.  The 
program requires schools to meet either of two assessment criteria.  The U. S. Department of 
Education recognizes schools that have at least 40 percent of their students from disadvantaged 
backgrounds that dramatically improve student performance in accordance with state assessment 
systems; and it rewards schools that score in the top 10 percent on state assessments.  
 
Of the schools submitted by each state, at least one-third must meet the first criterion of having 40 
percent of the students from disadvantaged backgrounds. The program allows both elementary and 
secondary schools to be recognized in the same year.  The nominated schools must successfully 
complete an intensive application process which is reviewed by the U.S. Department of Education.  
Tennessee had six schools recognized as Blue Ribbon Schools for 2008.
