The following is a summary of compliance monitoring of forty-seven (47) state agency and private schools during the 2005-2006 school year cycle.  Of the forty-seven programs monitored, forty-four (44) had no identified exceptions.  Three programs accounted for three (3) exceptions.

Three Programs Accounted for The Following Three Exceptions:

1.  West Tennessee Cerebral Palsy Center

a. Out-dated levels of Performance in one folder

2. Taft Youth Development Center

a.
Not providing a 6.5 hour school day for some special education students.

3. Shady Oaks School

a. One folder contained out-dated psychological report for one student.

The three(3) exceptions were corrected within  sixty (60) days following the issue of the monitoring reports.
