Whether it be weaving, woodcraft, 
apple butter, spinning, or basketry, all these volunteers 
are passing on to us the skills that have been passed on 
to them, carrying on a family tradition. And some of the 
day’s crafts are a bit more modern, showing how we can 
still rely on our own hands and our own creativity.

You can also enjoy some old-timey games and contests. 
This is a chance to see how much fun we can have, 
without all the gadgets and “store-bought” toys that 
modern children have come to expect. You can also 
delight in a variety of other traditional entertainments: 
old-timey stories and some excellent local musicians. 
Each will bring their special talents to the growing 
tradition of East Tennessee performing arts.

As we enjoy the day, we should remember that the events 
are held on a land called Warriors’ Path. The park is 
named in remembrance of a long history of travelers. 
Generations of peoples have called this land home. When 
they moved on, they left behind signs of their lives - signs 
on the land itself, and signs in the traditions 
remembered to this day.
