Instructions For Transfer of Registration

1.
Type of Registration – Check the appropriate change in registration.  Change of ownership is defined in rule 1200-1-7-.02(5)(a)2.  If stock transfer, indicate % transferred.  If other, explain.

Give the legal name of the facility and permit number prior to the transfer of ownership.

Indicate if the facility will undergo a name change as a result of this transfer.  If the name is changed, indicate the new name of the facility.  (Note:  The permit number will not change.)

Give the current permittee’s name, address, and telephone number.  Also provide the name of the responsible official and their title.  The current permittee is the name of the person or legal entity actively registered with the Tennessee Secretary of State and to whom the permit is currently issued.
