	Eric informed the team that there was a proposal to remove the CFTM / Teaming indicator since there were some questions about the difficulty in monitoring (ie what is DCS vs. provider responsibility) and Teaming will be a part of the EQRO score used for the Initial and Ongoing Assessment indicator. This workgroup was in agreement. The CFTM indicator will no longer be part of the scorecard and the Initial and Ongoing Assessment indicator will be increased to 12 points. It was also proposed that the name of this indicator be changed to “Assessment / Planning / Treatment / Provision of Services” and the group was in agreement. 
Eric explained the proposed EPSD&T measure and the materials that were sent before the meeting. There is a monthly report for EPSD&T medical and dental that contains data for the previous 13 months. For the scorecard, Eric will look at number of children who should have received an exam vs. the number of children who actually had an exam. Eric provided a sample of real data (excluding actual provider names) for the 12-month period ending June 2009, which included an average for medical and dental and the average of those together was placed into quartiles. There will also be a breakdown of the individual kids who did not meet the requirements. The providers in the meeting suggested that it would be helpful for providers to receive this data every month and Eric agreed that he would start sending it on a monthly basis. 
Eric asked the group for suggestions for the next meeting. Darci suggested that since not all participants have been able to attend every meeting, we should take some time at the next meeting to give an overview of what has been accomplished so far and where we’re going next. Carol suggested that we take some time to ensure that policy clearly outlines the expectations for scorecard.
