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ABOUT THE PROGRAM OF STUDY
Barbering focuses on the skills and knowledge needed for individuals interested in careers within the barbering industry. Course content provides students with the opportunity to acquire fundamental skills in barbering theory while applying technical skills related to safety, principles of hair, nail structure, and scalp care. Upon completion and acquisition of 340 hours, students are eligible to take the Tennessee Board of Barbering Examination for a Tennessee Barbering Technician License. The Barbering occupation group is projected to grow by 10 percent nationwide between 2014 and 2024. Job opportunities are strongest in urban and suburban areas of Tennessee. The job outlook for this program of study in Tennessee is as follows: 38.6 percent increase for skincare specialists, 21.3 percent increase for manicurists and pedicurists, and a 17.4 percent increase for hairdressers, hairstylists, and cosmetologists by 2022. Occupations with the greatest number of annual average openings include hairdressers, hairstylists, and cosmetologists.
