 The Technology program of study is for students who wish to pursue careers in robotics, electronics, and related engineering and technology fields. Course content introduces students to the principles of engineering and the engineering design process, then progresses to apply these skills in the context of robotics, electronics, and automated systems. Upon completion of this POS, students will have gained valuable training in an Engineering Practicum and be prepared for advanced study in a variety of STEM fields at the postsecondary level. Upon completion of these POS, students will be prepared to pursue engineering studies or an advanced study in the STEM field of their choice at a variety of postsecondary institutions.

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In April 2014, Tennessee ECD Assistant Commissioner Ted Townsend presented statewide STEM employment data that predicted an 11.5 percent growth in STEM occupational employment from 2013 to 2023. The highest growth rate (21.8 percent) is predicted for Mathematical Sciences occupations. 1 This is evidenced in the fact that in the last three years, there has been an 8.0 percent growth in STEM-related employment that is quickly outpacing the national average of 6.8 percent.2 STEM occupations are intrinsically embedded in our advanced manufacturing sector as well.  Advanced manufacturing job creation in Tennessee far outpaced national growth at 27.1 percent in Tennessee compared to 8.7 percent nationally from 2010 to 2015.
