Specifically, participants will develop a greater understanding on how to get students to think and talk about what they’ve read, how to making meaning of text.  This should take approximately 45-60 minutes. 

 Focus:  Teacher Level Conversations on Making Meaning of Texts

Topic for Discussion:  This professional learning guide will help leaders lead various groups of teachers through the Four Step Reading Framework focusing on the think about it and talk about it strategies that develop meaning making in students. 

	Step 1:
		Download the Think About It/ Talk About It ppt from the “For Leaders” section of the TDOE website.  

PRIOR:  Ask each teacher to bring a familiar text that they use to engage students in thinking and talking.






	Step 2:
	1. Use the Think About It section of the ppt
2. Ask and answer questions from the slides
3. Watch the kindergarten video 
4. Use the discussion questions that correspond to the video


	Step 3:
	5. Using the familiar text, ask teachers to think about how they would use the text to engage student thinking.
6. Give teachers a short amount of independent think time and then call on teachers to share how they would use the text to engage student thinking.



	Step 4:
	7. Use the Talk About It section of the ppt
8. Ask and answer questions from the slides
9. On slide 17, discuss how Think About It and Talk About It are different and each important to making meaning of text (Think About It- Teacher is guiding, asking questions to students.  Talk About It- Teacher is facilitating student to student talk.) 


	Step 5:
	10. [bookmark: Review_the_design,_format,_and_administr] Using the familiar text, ask teachers to think about how they could facilitate student conversation.
11. Give teachers a short amount of independent think time and then call on teachers to share how they would use the text to engage students in collaboration and conversation.

	Step 6:
	12. [bookmark: _GoBack] Use the 3-2-1 Reflection to wrap up the Professional Learning.
