Henry 
Fincher participated via telephone. 
 
Approval of Meeting Minutes 

 
On motion by Heim, seconded by McNeece, the board voted unanimously to 

amend the minutes from the January 11, 2012 regular board meeting to accurately reflect 
the PAC name in a matter concerning the Davidson County Republican Party. The 
motion to approve the minutes, as amended, for the January 11, 2012 meeting passed the 
board unanimously. 

 
Show Cause Hearing 
 
 11-65 Matt Kenigson, for failure to maintain campaign records on his 2010 3rd 
quarter campaign financial disclosure report. Class two (2), maximum ten thousand 
($10,000) civil penalty. Mr. Kenigson has had a previous matter before the board. 
 The board voted at its October 12, 2011 meeting to issue Mr. Kenigson a show 
cause notice. 
 The board voted at its November 9, 2011 meeting to delay any further action in 
this matter until the next regularly scheduled meeting to allow Gerard Stranch, 
representative for Mr. Kenigson, an opportunity to prepare and personally appear before 
the board. 
 Gerard Stranch and Mr. Kenigson personally appeared before the board and 
requested that the board delay any action in this matter until the next regularly scheduled 
meeting to allow them further opportunity to gather campaign records and correct his 
campaign financial disclosure reports. 
 The board voted at its January 11, 2012 meeting to defer any action in this matter 
until the next regularly scheduled meeting to allow Mr. Kenigson further opportunity to 
gather campaign records and correct his campaign financial disclosure reports. 
 Mr. Kenigson personally appeared before the board and submitted a statement for 
the board’s consideration. 
 On motion by Murray, seconded by McNeece, the board voted unanimously to 
assess Mr. Kenigson a $2,500 civil penalty. 
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Requests for Reconsideration 
 
 11-53 Todd Mrozek, for failure to file a 2011 mid-year supplemental campaign 
financial disclosure report. Class two (2), no report filed, maximum ten thousand 
($10,000) civil penalty. Mr. Mrozek has had no previous matters before the board. 
 The board voted at its October 12, 2011 meeting to issue Mr. Mrozek a show 
cause notice. 
 The board voted at its November 9, 2011 meeting to assess Mr. Mrozek a $1,000 
civil penalty assessment. Mr. Mrozek requested a reconsideration of the $1,000 civil 
penalty assessment. 
 Mr. Mrozek filed the required report and submitted a statement for the board’s 
consideration. 
 On motion by Heim, seconded by McNeece, the board voted unanimously to 
reconsider the $1,000 civil penalty assessment. On motion by Heim, seconded by 
Murray, the board voted unanimously to set aside the previous civil penalty. 
 
 11-56 William Steakley, for failure to file a 2011 mid-year supplemental 
campaign financial disclosure report. Class two (2), no report filed, maximum ten 
thousand ($10,000) civil penalty. Mr. Steakley has had previous matters before the board. 
 The board voted at its October 12, 2011 meeting to issue Mr. Steakley a show 
cause notice. 
 Director Rawlins informed the board that there has been no response to the show 
cause notice and that the report still has not been filed. 
 The board voted at its January 11, 2012 meeting to assess Mr. Steakley a $10,000 
civil penalty. Mr. Steakley requested a reconsideration of the $10,000 civil penalty 
assessment. 
 Mr. Steakley filed the required report and submitted statements for the board’s 
consideration. 
 On motion by Heim, seconded by Murray, the board voted unanimously to 
reconsider the $10,000 civil penalty assessment. On motion by Heim, seconded by 
Murray, the board voted unanimously to assess Mr. Steakley a $50 civil penalty. 
 
 11-57 Steven Turner, for failure to file a 2011 mid-year supplemental campaign 
financial disclosure report. Class two (2), no report filed, maximum ten thousand 
($10,000) civil penalty. Mr. Turner has had no previous matters before the board. 
 The board voted at its October 12, 2011 meeting to issue Mr. Turner a show cause 
notice. 
 Mr. Turner personally appeared before the board and explained his failure to file 
the required report.  The board voted at its November 9, 2011 meeting to defer any 
further action in this matter until the next regularly scheduled meeting to allow Mr. 
Turner an opportunity to file the required report. 
 Director Rawlins informed the board that there has been no further response from 
Mr. Turner and that the report still has not been filed. 
 The board voted at its January 11, 2012 meeting to assess Mr. Turner a $10,000 
civil penalty. Mr. Turner requested a reconsideration of the $10,000 civil penalty 
assessment. 
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 Mr. Turner personally appeared before the board, filed the required report and 
submitted a statement for the board’s consideration. 
 On motion by Murray, seconded by McNeece, the board voted unanimously to 
reconsider the $10,000 civil penalty assessment. On motion by Murray, seconded by 
Heim, the board voted unanimously to set aside the previous civil penalty.

 12-02 Friends of the Fairgrounds, for possible failure to report contributions on 
a campaign financial disclosure report filed with the Davidson County Election 
Commission. Class two (2), maximum ten thousand ($10,000) civil penalty. The 
organization has had no previous matters before the board. 
 Director Rawlins provided the board with information forwarded to the Registry 
by the Davidson County Election Commission concerning inconsistencies in a campaign 
financial disclosure report filed by the Friends of the Fairgrounds single-measure 
committee. 
 The board voted at its January 11, 2012 meeting to issue the organization a show 
cause notice for possible failure to report contributions. 
 Kathleen Starnes, representative of the organization, submitted an affidavit for the 
board’s consideration. 
 On motion by Heim, seconded by Murray, the board voted unanimously to take 
no further action in this matter.

 12-01 Amy Broyles, for failure to file a 2011 mid-year supplemental campaign 
financial disclosure report with the Knox County Election Commission. Class two (2), no 
report filed, maximum ten thousand ($10,000) civil penalty. Ms. Broyles has had a 
previous matter before the board. 
 The board voted at its January 11, 2012 meeting to issue Ms. Broyles a show 
cause notice. 
 Ms. Broyles filed the required report and personally appeared before the board to 
explain her failure to file. 
 On motion by Murray, seconded by Heim, the board voted unanimously to take 
no further action in this matter.
